We ask that you make
these arrangements as soon as you
can because our budget, staffing and
course offerings are based on our en-
rollment numbers.

If you know any families who are con-
sidering SCCHS as their high school
of choice, please ask them to call our
Guidance Office. We will schedule a
tour, an interview, a Shadow Day and
a meeting with our Financial Assis-
tance Counselor to give the family as
much information as they might need
to know more about our outstanding
high school.

As the weather gets warmer, please
review Dress Code again. The full
Dress Code can be found on pages 42
— 45 in the Parent-Student Hand-
book. Below are reminders based on
what we are beginning to see stu-
dents wear in school.

e  Only Seton polo shirts are in
Dress Code.

® [ong-sleeved shirts under short-

sleeved shirts is not a style within
Dress Code.

® Sneakers are not in Dress Code.

®  Socks or hose must be worn with
shoes.

® No canvas shoes are in Dress

Code.

Athletic look alike shoes are not
in Dress Code.

¢ The baby doll shirts/long tunics

are fad fashions and not in Dress
Code.

Slipper-style shoes are not in Dress
Code (unless the soles are thick
enough to be protective). Shoes must
have a solid, thick sole to help guard
against accidents and injuries, in par-
ticular from science laboratory equip-
ment.

Parents, please assist us by helping
your child dress appropriately for all
occasions. We have a Dress Code that
allows students to express their indi-
viduality in a variety of ways within
certain parameters. As always, we
thank you for your support.

There is also increasing student use of
laser pointers, cell phones, IPODs,
MP3 players and CD players during
school hours. We ask that students
not use these items and that they
keep them out of sight between the
hours of 8:00AM and 3:00PM. The
use of such electronic devices disrupts
classroom teaching and learning.
Moreover, there are very strict rules
against the use of such items in test-
ing situations, for which we are al-
ways preparing our students. Again,
please review the Parent-Student
Handbook, page 45 Electronic Devices
Policy. And, again, we thank you for
your cooperation and support.

Some students have accumulated an
inordinate amount of tardies for
school. Please be aware that these
tardies are recorded and indicated on
the student’s transcript and as such
are sent to every college, university
and potential employer that requests
a copy of your child’s academic record.

What impression does a transcript
with 18 or 24 or even 77 tardies make
to an admissions committee, a schol-
arship committee, or a future em-
ployer? Please don’t think these sta-
tistics go unnoticed by colleges and
employers. Would you seriously con-
sider hiring someone who is late that
many times? Would you offer thou-
sands of dollars in scholarship money
to someone who is tardy for school

that often? Think of what that says
about you/your child. Is your child one
of these students?

Parents, please take a moment to talk
to your child and impress upon him/
her the importance of arriving for
school on time and being prepared for
a full day on his/her job - being a stu-
dent at SCCHS!
